Pi Eta Chapter Constitution and Bylaws

Article 1- Name of Organization

The name of this organization shall be Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, Inc., Pi Eta Chapter. 

Article 2- Mission Statement

Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority’s aim is to enhance the quality of life within the community. Public service, leadership development and education of youth are the hallmark of the organization’s programs and activities. Sigma Gamma Rho addresses concerns that impact society educationally, civically and economically.

Article 3- Membership of the Organization

a. Candidates may be accepted for undergraduate membership after successfully completing one quarter, semester, or trimester. 
b. The cumulative grade point average required for membership is 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale).
c. Prospective members must maintain high standards of character and reputation acceptable by the school and sorority

Article 4- Regulations

a. This organization abides by all FAU regulations and Federal and State Laws.  
b. This organization agrees and abides by FAU’s Anti-hazing statement. 
c. Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, Inc does not tolerate hazing of any form.

Article 5- Officers

Section 1- The officers of this organization shall include the Basileus, Anti-Basileus, Anti-Grammateus, Grammateus, Tamiochus, Epistoleus, and Parliamentarian

Section 2- Officer Eligibility
a. In order to be eligible to hold an office, the candidate must have at least a 2.5 GPA and be registered for at least 6 credit hours for undergraduate students and 3 credit hours for graduate students.  
b. Officers have to be in good academic standing, which means, not on probation cannot be freshman.


Section 3- Duties of Officers
a. Basileus  (President)
a. Preside over sorority meetings
b. Administer affairs of the sorority
c. Represent the chapter in its relationships with outside individuals or groups
d. Render reports of administration
e. Countersign all orders for disbursement of chapter funds with Tamiochus
f. Perform other duties as necessary
b. Anti-Basileus (Vice-President)
a. Act in absence of the basileus
b. Coordinate and oversee Torch membership intake
c. Serve as educational chairperson for new members
d. Assist Basileus in the administration of the sorority
c. Anti-Grammateus (Secretary)
a. Keep accurate records of the sorority
b. Take care correspondence
d. Grammateus (Financial Secretary) 
a. Receive all dues and monies collected
b. Make financial reports 
e. Tamiochus (Treasurer) 
a. Receive, keep records of, and deposit monies collected by chapter
b. Pay bills of sorority
c. Make financial reports
d. Countersign all orders for disbursement of chapter funds with Basileus
f. Epistoleus (Historian and Reporter)
a. Take care of all publicity for the chapter
b. Keep the history of the chapter current and available
g. Parliamentarian
a. Guide chapter in correct parliamentary procedures
b. Be familiar with Sigma Gamma Rho Constitution, Bylaws, chapter policies and Robert’s Rules of Order

Article 6- Selection of Officers

a. Officers shall first be nominated and then elected by a majority vote. 
b. Officers will be elected at the last meeting of the Spring Semester. 
c. Term of office may not exceed one (1) year. However, officers may be re-elected up to 2 terms.
d. The chapter must also nominate a Regional and Boule conference delegate and alternate.



Article 7- Officer Vacancies

Should there be a vacancy in an office, it shall be filled by a majority vote.

Article 8- Advisor

This organization shall have 1 graduate advisor from the West Palm Beach Alumnae Chapter, Gamma Gamma Sigma and 1 campus advisor.  The duties of the advisor are as follows:

a. Sign necessary approval paperwork
b. Assist chapter upon request
c. Be familiar with University policies
d. Attend as many events as possible
e. Act as a resource to the chapter

Article 9- Meetings

a. Regular Meeting shall occur bi-monthly. 
b. A quorum shall consist of the majority of the members (50% plus 1). 
c. Robert’s Rules of Order shall be used to conduct meetings

Article 10- Amendments

The constitution shall only by amended by 2/3 vote.
